                                          DECISION BY CONSENT 

1.             This is an appeal by Dr. Boulton (GMC 4129880) under Part II of the Family Health Services (Procedure) Rules 2001 against the decision of the Dorset and Somerset Health Authority that he be contingently removed from the Supplementary Medical List. That decision was communicated to Dr. Boulton by letter dated 25th June 2002.

2.             At the hearing held on 24th October 2002 Dr. Boulton was represented by Miss Rahman of Counsel and the Respondent appeared by Mr.Haines, Director of Strategic Management.

3.             In the event the Respondent did not oppose the appeal. Further, the parties agreed in writing that :-

(1) A letter be circulated to all those who received      

notification of (the Appellant’s) contingent removal stating that;

(i) The Authority have no concerns as to Dr. Boulton’s clinical judgement to justify his contingent 

          removal from the supplementary medical list;

(ii) Accordingly the letter of 25th June 2002 is withdrawn;

(iii) There are no restrictions on Dr. Boulton working in a non-principal capacity or to restrict him from applying to be included on the full list.

 (2)    The General Medical Council is informed of the outcome of the appeal in the same terms.

4.                In the exercise of discretion under Rule 44 (1)(b) of the Family Health Services Authority (Procedure) Rules 2001 the Panel unanimously decided to allow the appeal accordingly.

5.            Any party to these proceedings has the right to appeal this decision under and by virtue of the Tribunals and Inquiries Act 1992.
